Printing is too Slow for IPPS Printing

Printing from an IPP port provides high security, but the printing speed is slower. Enabling and using other
printing ports (WSD, RAW, LPR) may improve printing speed. However, the security level is lower than when
using an IPP port. Follow the steps below to change the printer port.

1. Enable protocols that are disabled in Web Config.
